On March 16, 2011 the Board of Commissioners approved the list of projects to be submitted to ARC for consideration to be included on the unconstrained project list that the state Planning Director for GDOT is compiling for the region.  These projects will be reviewed and filtered down to a constrained list by the Regional Round Table.  There will be a referendum on the primary election ballot in the summer of 2012 for the citizens to vote for or against an one cent sales tax for the next ten years to fund such transportation projects throughout the ten-County Atlanta metropolitan area.
